A sense of decorum in dressing for Church:  The summer time can be hot and humid and often calls for clothing that is more comfortable.  There is, however, a proper decorum to be used when considering the clothing we wear to Mass and church.  While fancy Sunday-best dresses/hats or suit and tie may not be the attire we wear in the “causal” atmosphere of today’s society, there is always need to monitor closely what we wear because it reflects on us, our values, and the importance we place on our respect for God and our neighbor.  We have no church dress codes we can look to except the one dictated by the virtue of modesty and good taste. In general we should avoid the following when dressing for church: Spaghetti straps/tank tops, bare backs or shoulders, sleeveless shirts or plunging necklines, tubes, skimpy skirts or shorts, low waist pants, Jersey shorts/gym wear, caps or flip-flops. The Role of Sponsors: It is a very ancient custom of the Church that individuals not be admitted to baptism or confirmation without a godparent, another practicing Catholic who will assist him at least in the final preparation for baptism and after baptism will help him persevere in the faith and in his life as a Christian.  Therefore, sponsors or Godparents should be practicing and faithful members of the Church.  Pastors should therefore see to it that the godparent, chosen by the catechumen or by the family, is qualified to carry out his proper liturgical functions as specified by the Church. The godparent should be mature enough to undertake this responsibility and have reached the age of 16; have received the three sacraments of initiation, baptism, confirmation, and the Holy Eucharist; and be a member of the Catholic Church, canonically free to carry out this important spiritual office. A baptized and believing Christian from a separated church or community may act as a Christian witness along with a Catholic godparent, at the request of the parents and in accordance with the Church’s norms.  Sponsors not from our parish should obtain a Sponsor Certificate from their own pastor attesting to their spiritual fitness to fulfill the role.
